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1. Introduction 

Sreshtabharath continue to extend their support to the tribal community of 

Wayand.  Project 21 which is named as  “Distribution of Cow in Kallupadi” aims to 

provide  ilk to Kallupadi temple, by supplying a cow to the nearby hindu family. 

This project aim to Support a local hindu  family with initial investment of Cow 

purchase through an easy installment of monthly payment.   

 

2. Target distribution:  

This project has a target of Supporting Kallupadi temple, Wayanad with daily usage 

milk and to generate continuous income for the nearby local tribal community by 

Sreshtabharath sponsored Cows.  

As a parts of Supporting the backward tribal community, we have initiated the 

Project 21 as “Distribution of Cows in Kallupadi”. We have received few request from 

our local team members to support the tribal community by generating their daily 

income thru Sreshtabharath.  As first step, we have discussed this topic in monthly 

SB meeting and mutually decided to support the community by providing the Cows 

to deserving family. With the help of Mr. Shiju and team of the local RSS shakha, we 

have contacted the Ms. Sheeja as she wanted to sell her Cow for Rs:-62,000. After 

finalizing the price, Sreshtabharath decided to handover the  Signed check and collect 

the Cow.  

 Being a part of social servicing, we have aimed to generate daily income thru 

each project. our idea was to support the tribal family with initial amount of cow and 

return the payment by monthly installment. Also, we have mutually discussed and 

agreed that the beneficiaries will be proving the milk to Kallupadi temple, Wayanad 

on daily basis.  

 Joint discussion of SB team and Mr. Binu has singed 24 month contact of 

repayment. On behalf of Local RSS sangh supporters , we have handover the Cow at 

Kallupadi temple, Wayanad premises.  Mr.Binu and his family is so happy to get such 

a beautiful support from the SB team. Project will be monitored and verified by Mr. 

Shiju for the  timely collection and updates from local coordinators.  Moving forward, 

SB will be taking more project to be a parts of great social community .  
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3. Rules and regulations 
 

1. Shrestha Bharat, a project run by NGO as part of their activities starts at Kallupadi 

Subramanyam temple in Wayanad. Hence it is decided to give  Sibi Kallupadi a cow and a 

20-day-old calf as his own, on the following terms,  

2. SIBI shall provide two liters of milk daily to the temple free of cost for 13 months.  

3. SIBI can use/sell the remaining milk (15 liters of milk per cow feeding).  

4. Repayment of Rs.3500/- to SIBI Shrestha Bharat every month. 13×3500= Rs.45,500/- 

should be paid to the trust for 13 months. SIBI owns the cow and the calf only after 

paying back this amount. Otherwise, it will be fully owned by Shrestha Bharat.  

 

6. Shrestha Bharat reserves the right to repossess the cow and the calf if the said 

repayment is not paid for more than three months. Likewise, the amount of temple milk 

should be paid without fail for three months. Otherwise, milk supply is stopped.  

7. Insurance, maintenance and feeding of the cow will be the responsibility of SIBI.  

8. Interruptions during lactation, calving etc. are considered as exceptions. After that it 

must work according to the rules and thus the period of 13 months has to be completed.  

9. The said sum shall be paid by the parties within two years.  

10. The so called  financial transactions should be made to Shrestha Bharat's account 

number only.

11. This agreement shall not be valid in the event of non-delivery of milk if the cow 

suffers any unintended suffering.  

12. Shrestha Bharat shall not be involved in the supply of milk after thirteen months. 

Exchange of milk with the temple shall be carried out by SIBI at its own discretion or 

jointly decided with the temple. However, the trust believes that if the milk obtained 

from the transferred cow and donated to the temple during the income earning period is 

pure milk, it will be a pious act and more than that, an act of gratitude to the Shrestha 

Bharata Trust.  

13. This cow shall not be transferred to any other person until the thirteenth payment 

has been made. That is, during the contract with Shrestha Bharat (for 13 months), two
